Client questions:
1. Is there a particular environment.
Office environment, Display cabinet and artefact should be small enough. 
Stable Humidity
2. Is there particular finish needed
Not fussy with what finish used, Loves to see texture. Visible grain, not painted, stain ok once it doesn’t affect the grain.
3. What scale / size are we talking
Under 400mm, see Q1 and display cabinets on 1st floor of Bolton st
4. Is it gender neutral
It’s neutral
5. What type of timber 
No ikea style box (dislike), can use plywood, nice grain, walnut/Ash
No MDF or ply on display, veneered ok
6. What is the budget 
 €40ish, N/A
7. Is hand work or machine work preferable 
Machine work has to be perfect, abit of leeway when using hands
Machined parts must be perfect, discrepancies acceptable with hand cut
8. What are the compartments/ drawers used for 
Drawer just fits into the box, Watch the proportions, personal items, gifts
9. Do you want them to be lockable
It could be lockable, likes custom make runners
