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Proposal 

Initial work on this module will start in July 2016, during the summer you will need to carry out research for your Capstone project which is a follow on from the Cornerstone project in year 2. For the Capstone Project you will be required to research, design, produce CAD drawings, cutting lists and document your research and progress in a 8,000 word thesis, as well as constructing and finishing a piece of furniture or joinery. This is a 20 ECT module.
The brief is to research and produce an artefact of furniture or joinery from pre 1950.  The artefact can be reproduced as close as possible to the original using traditional methods or modern methods, you can vary or adjust the design again using a combination of construction and finishing methods or you can design something new using the original artefact as inspiration.
Please note :  I will be imposing a blanket ban on Charles Rennie Mackintosh I feel his work is chosen because some deem it to be simple and easier to replicate I can assure you that this is not the case. 
You will have to put forward your choice in week 1 of your third year Capstone module. You will be presenting your Draft proposal to the class on week 3. 
Chose an Artefact of Furniture or Joinery from Pre 1950 that you would like to reproduce. 
Give some details of this Artefact, when it was made and who designed it, what period it dates from. Give the materials it was manufactured from and finish that was applied to it. 
Give details of how you propose to make it. Will it be an exact reproduction, copying style, finish and traditional joints, using traditional methods or will you change the style, use modern methods of replicating joints, modern joints or finish or will you create your own unique piece using a historical piece for inspiration.
