Preparation work
This module will be assessed under the following headings: research, documentation and practical repairs. You must assess the damage and research how repairs should be carried out and try to execute these repairs as per instructions from your research.  
Note:  All three parts must be attempted in order to pass this assignment. 
Work log:	Provide detailed information regarding the documentation of repairs 			to chosen artefact. To include minimum of 3 images per section with 			commentary provided on images.  Give a complete 	sequence of 				events to enable another to duplicate your repairs to a similar artefact 			according to your instructions.

Take a before and after photo of the artefact.
Take the time to stage and prepare your Artefact, background and surrounding area for some decent shots. 
You should try and replicate this staging for your final photos as you can see from some before and after images they look really well when taken from the exact same vantage point. (see my website for examples)
You should concentrate on the areas for repair and take lots of photos because you can't go back and retake them.

Important 
You must list the 5 areas for repair on day one.  In your log book you will need to document how you accessed them and carried out any repairs.
Note minimum of 5 photos per session. 

Health & Safety
You will be working with hazardous material and chemicals so all safety PPE’s MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES.  If you continue to engage in unsafe practice you will be required to stop what you are doing and leave the room. If any chemicals enter the eye area you will be required to attend the Eye and Ear Hospital for treatment.
